4. Matters Arising from the Minutes of the previous meeting held on 20 July 2011 – for information only.
5. Reports from representatives appointed to Outside Bodies.

6. Request for Reduced Speed Limit at Westwells, Upper Lane and Upper Potley, Neston, Corsham (Minute AMEN 28/08) – A request has been received regarding an extension of the 30mph speed limit from Westwells to Upper Potley. The concern is about speeding, road safety and the lack of a pavement. The Committee previously considered this issue in 2008 and supported it. At the time the highways authority was only planning to review A and B Class roads. Wiltshire Council is now planning a review of C Class and Unclassified roads through the Community Area Transport Group (CATG) which meets in October. Further details will be available at the meeting. The Committee is asked to confirm its support for the request so that it can be submitted to the CATG – for consideration.
7. Corporate Plan Objectives (Minute AMEN 17/11 & others) - The Corporate Plan Objective Sheet 2011/12 - 'Cycling and Public Transport' is attached - for review and comment.  

8. Transport Monitoring Sheet (Minute AMEN 20/11 and others) – The Transport Plan Monitoring Sheet is attached for review and comment - for consideration.
9. Beechfield Nature Area, Proposed Pond and Management Plan Review (Minute AMEN 09/11 and others) – Further to previous meetings plans to create a wildlife pond and Beechfield Nature Area have been publicised through the newsletter, notice board, website and press. A number of positive and supportive comments have been received. These included a response from a former gardener of Bath Academy of Art. Two people telephoned with concerns about dogs and children getting into the pond but the project was explained and no concerns were followed up in writing. It is therefore recommended that the pond be designed in more details to enable work to commence during the autumn/winter. The current management plan has been reviewed and updated for consideration, including the policy on camping and fires (copy attached) – for approval.
10. Review of Cemetery Regulations – The Cemetery Regulations are due for review in 2011/12. A few minor revisions are suggested to help clarify current rules on when a headstone can be erected following an ashes interment. This, and other small changes, are underlined on the attached revised draft Cemetery Regulations – for approval.
