22. Katherine Park Section 106 Agreement – Wiltshire Council has contacted the Town Council and Katherine Park Residents Association (KPRA) in the hope that a common view can be reached on the provision of a sports pitch, changing/community facilities and car park as outlined in the original planning permission. The developer has made a contribution of £150,000 towards a building with parking facilities. 
KPRA has initially indicated that it does not wish for the football pitch and changing facilities to be provided, primarily due to parking concerns and users coming from outside of the area for organised sport. However, it is carrying out a comprehensive survey of residents in order to ensure that local people are represented accurately. The results should be available at the Council meeting. Further consultation on the design would follow, should the provision of such facilities be pursued.

Previously, the Town Council has indicated that it is keen for a football pitch and changing facilities to be provided, to replace those lost when Katherine Park was built. 
Wiltshire Council has stated that there is no guarantee that Persimmon would allow its money to be used for an alternative purpose even though closely aligned to the original purpose. The developer could demand its money back if the changing/community facilities with a car park are not built. The football pitch requires additional remedial work undertaking to it to make it playable. Its condition is at present satisfactory for amenity land – for consideration.
23. Corsham Community Campus (Minute 114/11 and others) – Further to the previous meeting, discussions have taken place over the Town Council’s involvement in the Campus proposals. The Shadow Campus Operations Board (SCOB) is meeting at least weekly as the project progresses. The next steps for the Town Council are outlined below. In addition, the Town Clerk may need to meet the appointed architects to discuss any technical aspects of the design and layout which might affect the Town Council as landowner.
10 October – Full Council to consider setting up a small Working Group to respond to Campus matters on behalf of the Council as they arise. This Group will need to be able to meet at short notice as the SCOB is working to a 10 week design schedule.
2 November – Site visit to Springfield to look at the recreation ground and land where the Campus is proposed. Members will gather ideas for improving the recreation ground and see how this can be integrated into the Campus. It will also cover access, design, landscaping, play facilities, tennis courts, maintenance and operational issues. 

14 November – Update to Full Council and decisions made as appropriate.

22 November – Forward Planning Working Group will consider issues and opportunities, which directly affect the Town Council with an aim to feed into and/or meet the Shadow Campus Operations Board. This will include land ownership/disposal matters. The Board will be asked to respond to the issues in order that an agreed Town Council view can be formed.

24. The 2013 Review of Parliamentary constituency boundaries – The Boundary Commission for England reviews all Parliamentary constituency boundaries every five years. New rules mean that the number of constituencies is being reduced from 533 to 502. Current proposals are for two new constituencies of Chippenham and Trowbridge to replace the current arrangements. The proposals put Corsham Town and Corsham Pickwick wards in the Chippenham constituency, and Gastard, Neston and Rudloe into the Trowbridge constituency.
