7. Review of Footpath Walks (Minute LEI 41/10) – Following last year’s review of footpath walks, nine walks took place between March and September this year. Very few of them were well attended, with nobody coming to the September walk. The poor weather contributed to the low attendance. It has also proved more difficult to get walk leaders than in previous years. The walks were well publicised through posters, press releases, newsletter, website and, more recently, via Twitter. The Committee is asked to decide what to do about walks in 2012 and whether it would be more appropriate to concentrate on a new walking map, including an online version, which incorporates a number of suggested walks. The current walking map has proved extremely popular locally – for consideration.
8. Service Review 2011/12 – The Council’s Service Review Plan for 2011/12 includes a combined review of Recreation Grounds, Children’s Play Areas and Allotments. In order to carry out the review, guidance is sought on the broad level of service the Town Council is minded to support in the future, any specific aspirations and which areas to focus on when carrying out the Review. The Review will cover service objectives; current policies and plans; a description of the current service; procedures; service delivery outcomes; possible actions; possible performance measures; conclusions and recommendations. These will be considered at future meetings - instructions requested.
